
PENTWATER SERVICE CLUB, Inc. 

 BY-LAWS
NAME:   The legal name of the organization shall be: Pentwater Service Club, Incorporated.  The Pentwater Service Club has been incorporated in the State of Michigan as a non-profit corporation since 1970.

PURPOSE:   The Club’s purpose is: To encourage and promote good citizenship, worthy local community projects, and a better-informed citizenry.

OFFICERS:   Club officers shall consist of a President, a Vice-President, a Secretary, a Treasurer, and a Chaplain.   The term of office shall be for one year.   The terms of all officers shall be concurrent.

COMMITTEES:   At the first meeting in SEPTEMBER of each year, the incoming President shall appoint the following STANDING committees: Program Committee, Special Projects Committee, Memorials Committee, and Nominating Committee.  The President may also have the discretion to appoint the additional committees as needed with the approval of the membership.   

MEETINGS: Club meetings shall be held once each week starting after Labor Day and ending June 30. The last business meeting in June shall be the Annual Meeting at which officers for the coming year are elected.

CLUB YEAR: The club year shall run from Labor Day through September 1 of the following year. 
MEMBERSHIP:   The names of all prospective members shall be submitted to the Club Treasurer for proper enrollment on the membership list of the Club.   Each new member shall pay the required dues at the time that membership in the Club is sought.  New memberships occurring on or after April 1st, those dues will be applied as payment for the next Club year, starting September.    Members may be dropped from membership in the Club for non-payment of dues if dues are delinquent for longer than two years.

DUES:   Annual dues shall be the amount recommended by the Club Treasurer and approved by the majority vote of the Club members present.   Dues for each year shall be payable between Labor Day and Dec. 31 of that year.

LUNCHEONS:   A fee sufficient to cover the luncheon cost shall be assessed each member attending a luncheon meeting.   Speakers who are guests of the Club shall not be required to pay the fee.   Any member who brings a personal guest must be responsible for the guest’s fee for lunch.
EXPENDITURES:   Operating expenses, except the weekly luncheon cost, shall be paid at the direction of a majority vote of the Club members present.   Donations, contributions and project expenses must also be approved by a majority vote of the club members. Incidental expenses up to $50 per year can be paid at the discretion of the treasurer. 
QUORUM: A minimum of twenty members must be present at any meeting to constitute a quorum.
AMENDMENTS:   Any proposed amendment of the Club’s By - Laws must be placed before the membership by written notice at least two weeks in advance of the date when it is to be voted on.   Subject to the above-mentioned quorum and advance notice requirements, adoption of a proposed amendment shall require a majority affirmative vote by members present at a regularly scheduled meeting.
